Notice on Inviting Contributions
Dear academic counterparts,
Inclusion and Diversity: International Conference on Accessible Development will be held in Tsinghua University, Beijing, on October 15-16, 2018. At the conference with the theme of equality, diversity and inclusion, the experts and scholars from related areas will attend the conference and exchange the latest trend of accessible development throughout the world in a multi-disciplinary and cross-disciplinary manner. In order to coordinate the conference, we hereby solicit contributions for the conference throughout the country and hope all academic counterparts to contribute without sparing. All contributions, which have been accepted through expert review, will be collected and officially published by the end of 2018. 
Recommended topics for contributions are listed as below:
I. Main topics (including but not limited to)

 (I) Latest development trend of equality, diversity and inclusion-oriented technology and design
Scientific advance, technological innovation and equality-oriented excellent design are powerful tools to respond many unequal development realities currently, and global technological experts and designers are making ceaseless effort for it. From the world perspective, this topic concentrates on the latest creative achievements of related areas to inspire further innovation and present the integration and application of science, technology and art in social development targeting equality, diversity and inclusion. 
 (II) Reflection and empirical study on the construction of accessible environment in China

It takes nearly thirty years for China to make the achievements that developed countries have made in over half a century in terms of the development of accessible environment, which means a great progress. However, accessibility is always on the way with population, demand, means and products always developing and changing. This topic emphasizes the reflection on the theory and practice regarding the development of accessible environment in China and, based on empirical study, puts forward persuasive opinions with respect to the construction of accessible environment in China.
 (III) Study on the construction of inclusive settlements from the perspective of rural revitalization in China

Rural revitalization is an essential requirement in the course of China’s urbanization. Without rural revitalization, there will be no a healthy city. Since current rural areas are in a changing process with respect to social structure, population structure, economic industry, ecological environment and cultural ethics, etc, this topic aims to explore how to avoid new inequality caused by high-speed development and how to sufficiently reflect the requirement for inclusion in the development of rural settlements by learning from historical experience and lessons.

 (IV) Application of information technology and big data in the area of accessible development

Information technology essentially changes the horizon and dimension that we interpret the population, demand, behavior and management. With the aid of information technology, it is possible to conduct cross research and correlated research in different areas at more levels. This topic aims to explore the research and practice on the population, space and governance mode involved in accessibility from the perspective of intelligence and information technology and big data analysis. 
 (V) Key technology and practice for accessibility, general design and inclusive design

As a statutory concept, “accessibility” has a great intersection with and certain difference from “general” and “inclusive” as the design objectives. From the perspective of industrial design and architectural design, and the relationship between many technologies and different application groups and scenario demand, how to improve the health, potential and welfare of the human as well as social involvement is a key technological challenge that all designers must be encountered with. This topic aims to conduct in-depth discussion on the said design issue from the perspective of study on human needs, design method, technological means, manufacturing and practice. 
 (VI) Opportunity for accessible development in the context of Healthy China
Implementation of the strategy of Healthy China means the construction of an all-round and full-cycle health service system. Guided by such a national strategy, accessible demand is the greatest common divisor for all persons. The focus of this topic is how to realize the combination of accessible development with the strategy of Healthy China and how to embody it in such respects as upgrade of technological standards, transformation of industrial structure and public service equalization.
 (VII) Urban governance, public service and inclusive social development

This topic targets high-quality urban development need, and means delicacy urban governance. The topic may discuss at both theoretical and empirical levels how to better embody the inclusive construction goals and integrate accessibility into the delicacy governance mode in terms of urban governance structure, top-down system design, infrastructure construction, social grassroots organization development and public service supply. 
 (VIII) Gains and losses of accessible tourism development in Europe and US and their reference for China
In Europe and US, nearly 70% of disabled persons have the experience of travel alone or with companions, and most of them have the experience of those disabled. China’s per capita GNP exceeds USD 9,000, and over 100 million Chinese traveled abroad last year with total consumption of more than RMB 200 billion, making China one of the largest travel consumers countries in the world. However, domestic and outbound travel of Chinese disabled persons is in the embryonic stage of development. The essential starting point of this topic is how to learn from gains and losses of accessible travel in Europe and US and promote the development of accessible travel in China.
II. Paper submission and invitation to the conference
We welcome all academic counterparts, especially youth scholars, current students, to write and submit the papers surrounding the topics designated for the conference. The conference sponsor will determine the participating representatives based on academic quality of the papers as submitted and report to the organizing committee for review, then issue the official invitation. All participating representatives may attend the conference with the invitation. Excellent papers will be compiled into the conference proceedings for publication and given appropriate awards. 
III. Requirements for papers

 (I) Any paper as submitted shall not be published in any formal periodical or presented at other specialized academic conference; 

 (II) On the first page of the paper, the following information should be provided: title of the paper, and name, working unit, professional title, contact number, mailing address and email of the first author, so that the first author can be contacted; 
 (III) On the second page of the paper, there should be the following information: title of the paper, all authors, Chinese abstract (not more than 200 words) and keywords (3-5), English title, and English abstract and keywords; 
 (IV) For requirements for the paper form, see the annex. 

IV. Submission deadline and submission mode

 (I) The abstract of the paper with length of 300-500 words should be sent via email to the email address of the contact person of the conference before July 10, 2018. Such abstract of the paper will be subject to expert review, and a notice indicating whether the paper is accepted will be issued before July 30, 2018. 

 (II) The full text of the paper should be emailed to the email address of the contact person of the conference before September 20, 2018. 

 (III) The abstract and full text of the paper should be submitted in the form of electronic file (Please attach them in Word format and name the email title with “Contribution invited for the Annual Conference+Name of the author(s)+Title of the paper”).

Instructions for Submission

1. Contribution

All contributions should be emailed to the contribution email of the Conference Affairs Office. Any contribution shall not have a length of more than 15,000 words. Any paper that has been published in any other formal periodical will not be accepted. Contribution shall be subject to crosscheck. 

2. Form

For the paper, the form and system of normative academic paper should be referenced. Headings in the paper shall be not more than 3 levels, such as “1”-“1.1”-“1.1.1” in the order. The text form shall be typeset with the font of “宋体”、the size of “小四” and the spacing of “1.5倍”. 
3. Title

Chinese title shall be not more than 20 Chinese characters. English title shall be in consistence with Chinese title in terms of meaning, not more than 10 words generally. The title shall reflect the topic of the paper in an appropriate and concise manner. If possible, foreign abbreviation shall not be used. 
4. Author

Credit order and number of the author(s) may be determined by the author(s) alone, provided that credit in Chinese and English shall be given. The first author must be able to check and revise the paper based on the revision opinion given by the editorial office, and give such information as telephone number, email, detailed address for receiving the publication, and post code. The first author shall also provide his/her working unit and introduction, including full name of working unit and section, province and city, post code, name, title, academic degree and research stream of the author. If the paper is funded by some fund, please specify the name and number of the fund. 
Fund source: Major project of National Social Science Fund: Study on countermeasures for disability prevention in China

Working unit of the author: School of Public Health, Fudan University, Shanghai 200032
Introduction to the author: Chen Gang, professor, doctor; research stream: rehabilitation of disabled person

5. Abstract and keyword
Chinese abstract shall be not more than 400 Chinese characters and correspond to its English version; the review shall be provided with a summary in Chinese, and describe the important content of the review in a concise and accurate manner with not more than 300 words in the third person. Chinese abstract shall be typeset with 宋体，小四，1.5 times spacing while English abstract shall be typeset with Times New Roman, 小四 and 1.5 times spacing. 3-5 keywords shall be used, and separated with semicolon. Chinese keywords shall be consistent with English keywords.
For special story, report or essay, abstract and keywords may not be required. 

6. Chart

Every image shall have good resolution and contrast. Each image shall be marked with serial number and caption, and clear descriptive information for any important content. Any table shall adopt the form of three-line table, data given in the table shall have the same effective digits for the same indicator, and each item contained in the table, except measurement unit and symbol, shall be written in Chinese.
7. References

Main text shall be in the form of endnote (rather than footnote), which shall be attached to the main text. Literature in the past five years shall account for 50% of all references. The paper shall have about 10 cited reference and not more than 25 review references. Any citation shall be numbered in the order of appearance and marked with the citation number in appropriate sentences of the main text. References shall be marked with its type such as [J] and [M];
  

(1) Form of periodical paper. Author. Title. Periodical name, year of publication, Volume: Starting page-Ending page. If there are more than 3 authors, “，等” shall be added in Chinese references, “, et al” shall be added in foreign references. For instance: 

Ren Aiguo. Progress of the study on the relationship between drinking tea and incidence risk of neural tube defects. Chinese Journal of Reproductive Health, 2011, 22:250-253.
　　 

    (2) Form of monograph. Editors. Book name. Edition. Place of pulication: Publisher, Year of publication: Citation pages. For instance: 

Cao Zeyi, Chinese Obsterics & Gynecology. 2nd Edition: People’s Medical Publishing House, 2005: 842-845.

 (3) Form of translation periodical. Original author. English title. Chinese title. Translated by Translators. Name of periodical. Year of publication, Volume: Starting page-Ending page. 

 (4) Form of translation book. Original author. English title. Chinese title. Translators. Name of translation book. Volume. Edition. Place of publication: Name of publishing house, Year of publication: Starting page-Ending page.

 (5) Form of academic dissertation. Author. Title of academic dissertation. Place of retention: Retention staff. Year.

8. Handling of contribution

The author(s) shall be responsible for the contribution, and the content of the contribution shall not be plagiarized or published repeatedly. We shall have the right to abridge or revise the contribution. If any contribution is required to be revised, it will be returned to the author(s) and sent back to us within the specified time limit. 
9. In any contribution, details about address, telephone number and email shall be given for the purpose of notice and liaison.
