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1.1 Abstract:
The presentation will examine the prospects of developing volunteerism in accessible tourism in Greece. Initially, it will include a short analysis of the Greek legal framework concerning volunteerism development and a short presentation of the Greek volunteerism tradition. Afterwards, it will present the basic schemes of combining and developing Accessible Tourism in the Greek Tourism market, by giving specific examples of piloting implementation and analyzing the prospects of relative activities. It will also emphasize problems that have occurred during implementation and give the aspects of embodying Volunteerism in Accessible Tourism in the international volunteer movement. Finally, it will propose the basic lines of an Accessible Tourism Volunteer Guide as well as fundamental actions which are needed for the development of an Inter-European implementation
