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1.1 Abstract
Europeforall.com is a one-stop shop online resource for collecting and disseminating essential accessibility information of tourist venues allover Europe. This new e-service was developed by a consortium of 11 European partners, including National Tourist Boards, disability NGOs and Information Technology specialists, within the framework of the OSSATE initiative, under the European Commission’s eContent Programme. The presentation will highlight the market needs, the challenges of identifying and describing key accessibility features of venues, and the new approach developed by the partners. Further developments of the 'Europe for All' service and mechanisms for valorisation of its tools and methods will also be outlined. Finally, the next steps towards achieving a Europe-wide e-service network will be presented.
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
