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1.1 Abstract:
The natural environment can be considered as a privileged context where a dynamic and not conflicting process develops between two different kinds of activities: conservation and accessible fruition. 
For this reason, the use of wider fruition tools for the accessibility in the natural environment would promote new development strategies, also through the enhancement of tourism, giving environmental, social and economic benefit to all the territory.
These tools are intended to make real a meaningful and nice experience of tourism in the natural environment for all the people (in spite of their personal conditions and without realizing discriminating spaces, services and equipment intended only for specific categories of people), with the design of proper solutions. 

Therefore the accessibility becomes the instrument to enhance the natural environment potentialities, by solutions for the enjoyment and entertainment for all the people, through the proper interpretation of the needs of some of them.>
1.2    Introduction
Accessibility is the possibility for everyone to join the environment, autonomously and safely, without realizing specific fruition solutions for people with specific needs, but enhancing the quality of life for all.

To realize accessibility in the natural environment it’s necessary:

· to adopt a correct analysis approach, strictly linked to territory characteristics (orography, morphology, weather conditions, plants growing, ..),

· to involve different competencies in the planning and realizing processes,

in order to mediate between the difficulties of the natural environment and the needs of the final users, complying with the requirements of the legislation.
1.3    The approach to the natural environment analysis
The accessibility in the natural environment it’s possible through the enhancement of its potentialities, defined by a multidisciplinary analysis of the territory.

A deep analysis of the natural environment will allow to:

· identify both the existing and the potential territory resources, 

· define the micro-system, consisting of the identified resource and the strategies, tools and equipments necessary to make it accessible,

· plan the territory macro-system, establishing connections among the micro-systems.

  The wider fruition process in the natural environment 
The criteria to plan and realize the wider fruition process in the natural environment are:
1. knowledge of the different visitors needs,
2. staff training,

3. welcoming and relation with visitors,
4. knowledge of the accessibility conditions of the resource,

5. providing detailed and reliable information on the accessibility conditions,

6. realizing accessible solutions to join the resources,
7. adopting accessibility compensative solutions, if not possible differently,

8. monitoring the adopted accessibility and fruition solutions.
