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 TOURISM FOR ALL:

INTERNATIONAL CONGRESS IN ALBA 

The congress will take place on the 11th and 12th of June and some leading figures

A two days fully dedicated to accessible tourism and its perspectives for the future: this will be the congress “DEVELOPMENT OF TOURISM FOR ALL – PROMOTIONAL STRATEGIES AND GOOD PRACTICES IN THE OFFER”, that will take place from the 11th to the 12th June 2010 at the Congress hall of the Ferrero Foundation in Alba (CN – via Vivaro 49). The congress addresses to all those who, in various ways, (from the tour operators to the specialized journalist) are interest in tourism for people with special needs, by understanding what in the next years can possibly become a key field in the economy linked to the travels. The goal is to characterize strategies to out into communication the potential demand, considered by important studies in about 50 million of tourists, with the touristic offer for all, which from potential is keeping on transforming in effective, thanks to the work of bodies and institution in different European regions.

The organization is  of the Association CPD (inside the project Turismabile), of the Association Sportabili Alba, of IsITT (Italian Institute for Tourism for All), with the support of the Regione Piemonte and of the Ministero del Turismo. The Minister MICHELA VITTORIA BRAMBILLA will attend.

The first day (Friday 11th June) the work will be opened by the representatives of the institutions, among them, Ferruccio Dardanello (President of Unioncamere), Sergio Chiamparino (president ANCI), Renato Viale (President of Isnart).

Many are the important names that will be present also during the session of the congress, starting from the first one, dedicated to the situation of tourism for all in the world and in Europe. Among the speakers there will be a representative of the United Nations, Mohammad Al-Tarawneh of the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities of the UN, who exactly about the theme of rights of people with disability – among those there is also the right to travel – will focus his speech. But the right to travel will be the Leitmotiv also in the two work session planned in the afternoon: you cannot in fact grant this right if the touristic offer isn’t really for all, where with “for all” means that not only the facilities and transports pursuit the goal of quality, reliability and welcome, but also that the information got through the various channels are really able to answer to the most different needs. From this point there is also the need of set good promotion and marketing strategies.

After these three plenary sessions, before the two conclusive ones, the works will go on with three round tables that will take place in the morning on Saturday 12th June: in the first session the main theme of the congress will be deepened, the development of the accessible tourism market, through the meeting with tour operators Italian and international active in tourism for all: the goal is to communicate which are the cardinal points that the operators of the field ask to the touristic offer to insert it in their destinations. It will be dealt always of touristic development, with the goal of exchanging and suggest good practices, above all in the field of strategic promotion, from the point of view of the offer, in the second round table, to which will take part some representatives of realities where already a lot has been done (or that have already done a lot) for people with special needs. In the third round table, at last, you can meet the association and bodies which since ages are engaged in making the mountain environment usable by an always bigger kind of tourists.

The conclusions will be committed to Giovanni Ferrero (Director of the Council of People with Difficulties Onlus), and to the representatives of Enit, of the Ministry of Tourism and of the UNWTO. Since that the involved personalities and the institutions that they represent, the one in June in Alba will be the first International congress on accessible tourism of such a big importance  that will take place in Piemonte. It is already possible to apply by filling in the application form attached, together with the full program (even if it is still work in progress) of the two days event.
