Excellency, 

You are probably aware that over 650 million persons around the world live with disabilities; these certainly include your countrymen. Unfortunately the practice shows that discrimination against them continues on many different levels. Physical, attitudinal, and certain institutional barriers are responsible for serious breaches of equality and justice for persons with disabilities around the world.
 I am sure you will agree with me that in the 21st century, it is a profound and fundamentally wrong situation that in so many parts of the world, persons with disabilities should be subject to the kinds of inequalities and injustices that have been intolerable for so long. 

 On 3 December 2009, the world will celebrate another international day of persons with disabilities. To fully commemorate the day of persons with disabilities, the Committee is urging states of the world to engage in a week long series of activities under the theme: “Let us empower people with disabilities with the right to act”, as indicated in the attached Appeal.  
 On behalf of the Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, who have been tasked with ensuring that the provisions of the CRPD are applied to the fullest extent possible, I would like to urge your government to adhere to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities as part of these activities. This will no doubt start a new era for the world’s largest minority in your country. 

 At the end of the week long activities undertaken to commemorate the international day of persons with disabilities, I would encourage your government to share with the Committee, the results of these activities. This information will become available on the website of the Committee as evidence of best practices of the world, in the field of protection of the rights of persons with disabilities.
