Accessible tourism is an obvious market opportunity. By now it is well known that improving accessibility is one of the most important ways for tourism businesses to make themselves competitive in the future tourism market. As the proportion of older citizens in our populations grows, so do the number of people with special needs; and as tourists they have the same right as others to expect a high level of service, comfort and accessibility. 
We are happy to present Dr Peter Neumann from Germany (Geography Institution at University of Münster)  who, for the first time in Sweden, will present the results from the new German study on the economic impact of accessible tourism. The study, “Accessible Tourism for All in Germany - Success Factors and Actions to improve Quality" was made on behalf of the German Ministry of Enterprise and Technology, and it is a follow-up of the study that was made in 2004 (“Economic impulses of Accessible Tourism”). The new study reveals important information concerning the results for the German tourism trade after investments in accessible tourism. Dr Peter Neumann will also present important results concerning Sweden’s position as a destination for German tourists. 
In the conference there will also be a presentation of the initiative “Flag of Towns and Cities for All”, by the initiator Mr. Francesc Aragall, president of Design for All Foundation.  The scheme, in Sweden promoted by Svenska EQUALITY;  offers local governments the opportunity to join a growing network of European towns and cities that have committed themselves to improve their public spaces, facilities, transport and buildings and services, so improving the quality of life for their citizens and visitors. Among the criteria to obtain the flag, there are the commitments to spend at least 2% of the investment budget on improvement of accessibility, and have a plan for actions that must be of direct benefit for all citizens, and showing tangible results. The first Swedish town that will obtain flag will be presented in the conference.

The full conference programme will be published on the Access-Sweden Website at the beginning of October.  
Enterprises, organizations and public actors that are working in the field of accessibility, are specially invited to participate in the exhibition connected to the conference.
The conference is arranged in cooperation between Access Sweden and ENAT (European Network for Accessible Tourism). The conference will be held in English.
